We also have Glitter Lady from the Treacle Fair (via Heather).  Charlotte to check for definite with Barbara that she can attend.  Brenda to check with Heather whether glitter lady would charge us for coming.

	Fairground Rides – Sherie to ring round for prices.  * Please note we have got a free bouncy castle already *  Whittle’s have donated an inflatable for free.  They will also bring Merry Go Round and Safari Train Ride.  Suggests charging £1-£1.50 per ride.  He will give us 30% profits.  We can also have the Train from the Treacle Fair – 50p per ride, split profits 60/40.

	BBQ – Received quote from Thatcham Butchers but was considerably more than Robinsons.  It was decided to increase numbers from last year.  Need to order: 480 burgers, 300 sausages, 1000 napkins.  May need more sauce and onions aswell!  Mairi has offered to go with someone to collect these the day before.  Nigel Wilks & friend has offered to cook BBQ from 3-5pm.  John & Sherie can do from 5-7pm. However, still need more people – need at least 4 people at any one time.  Brenda to contact supplier with regards to payment etc.

	Cake Stalls – Children will be given a paper plate to bring cakes in.  Also need large cakes to sell as whole.
	

	Police / Fire Engine – Police require an invitation on letter headed paper – Mrs Downes to action.  Tracie to sort out Fire Engine via her Dad!

Other things to think about:-
Need to contact craft sellers before to check date etc with them and advise of table measurements.

Charlotte suggested Teachers In Stocks!  She will ask teacher for any volunteers!

We have got an Aldermaston Skip donated to us for free.  We may also get a hot air balloon ride etc from Toucan Travel, (both via Charlotte).  It was agreed we should do something different with these prizes and not just in the £1 raffle!  Perhaps a silent bid?
Zoe has offered us 500 paper plates for the refreshments.  (Burgers & hot dogs just have napkins).

It was decided to charge £2 per burger and £1.50 for sausage this year.  Was asked a lot last year for cheeseburgers – will do this for free if Sainsbury’s donate the slices! Or may add 20p to the £2 charge unless this makes if confusing for those taking money!

Brenda to contact council with regards to getting posters put in the lockable cabinets.

Jane to do Heath End Hall.  Caroline to do Aldermaston.  (Get posters from Faye).

Candy Floss – We have enough sticks and food colouring for this year.  After that we need to find some decent sticks or bags.  Need someone to volunteer to be the co-ordinator for this machine as it does get hired out for £20 a time and a few bookings have been made already!  Anyone interested in doing this???

Need to get plates to give out to children in week up to the fair for cake donations.

Need to get coconuts

It was suggested we have a lucky dip in the sandpit!  Ideas for prizes needed?

Where are the refreshments going to be sold from?

Apparently we can use the GREEN tables from the kitchens but only for the food, i.e BBQ/Refreshments.  Where are the other tables coming from? Classrooms?
Need to talk to the kitchen manager about:-

Checking the green tables are OK to be used

Whether we can use their freezer space

Whether we can store food in their etc 
Where are the cakes going to be stored that are brought in on the day?

Also suggested doing a Teddy Tombola with donated Teddies!  Would need to go on a newsletter to get these in quickly.  We could name each teddy and then put same name in a hat – charge 20p for a ticket.  The children then get whichever teddy matches the name they pull out – this way, the children get a teddy each time.

Need to give each stall their own float and make note of how much float and profit they make so we know which turned out well for next year! 

Also suggested a couple of people running round with extra float on them…  Charlotte offered to do this… may need someone else?

Also need to buy some bottles of wine for the wine stall… need to decide how many bottles to buy.

Brenda to ring round Ice Cream Vans for quotes.

Need to ask Howard to check the urn is working properly

Need to get a plan drawn up of where things will be going.

Need to get Howard involved!!
Perhaps get a newsletter together from the PTA group to the parents saying this is our first fair etc, detailing things to do, asking for teddy bear donations, and offers of help!!
