It hardly seems possible that it has been almost a year since our Royal visit.  Looking at the photographs, there have already been a number of significant changes, with the addition of play equipment, and trees, but the children continue to care for the school beautifully, with a real sense of ownership.  The building won the regional heats of the RIBA Architectural awards earlier this year, and the County Council have just submitted an application for a national award, so watch this space.  

We have further plans for the use of the space around the school.  As you know, financial and health and safety issues have forced the decommissioning of the swimming pool, but we plan to use the area for the children as a scientific experimentation area, retaining the pool itself for experimentation with forces and giving opportunities for practical problem-solving activities.  
The old changing rooms will be demolished, widening the turning circle for vehicles. There are also plans to build  apparatus with pulleys, levers, and cranes which will also support the teaching of science.  This will be a facility in which all primary schools in the Tadley area will have a share, encouraging community cohesion and forging links both locally and further afield.

The Governing Body has formed a working party to promote the development, and find funding, and we will keep you informed as work progresses.  We hope you will be able to recognise us more easily, once the photographs are up in the main reception area!

Within the curriculum, following the recent excellent SATs reports and a corresponding pat on the back from the Local Authority, we receive reports from Mrs Downes and her team regarding school development planning for the coming year.  This week we joined members of staff in planning for the next term, which was  both useful and interesting. We are also looking forward to joining staff for their next INSET day early in November.

We hope you and your children enjoy your half term break, and make the most of the last of the good weather before winter sets in.
