There was little feedback from classes following the Easter break other to confirm that most have now planted their vegetables. Siskin and Woodpecker reps would check that planting sessions have been planned. 

Mrs Andrews and Mrs Potts agreed that the selection and making of badges would be treated as a matter of urgency.

It was explained that several of the suggestions in relation to Healthy Eating were now underway and that this term we would be concentrating on other aspects of being a healthy school. This term our theme will be “Wellbeing”; working and playing well together.

We discussed playtimes with everyone contributing to a list of good and poor elements.

It was agreed that use of the mounds is great but some clarification on permitted areas is necessary if we are to avoid damaging the planted shrubs.

There was a request for a list of active games [skipping/clapping games etc] the children said they had enjoyed the weekly demonstrations of these games, could we do something like this in assembly once a week?

Games equipment was discussed. The children were reminded that many items have been lost/hidden/taken and that we could not continue buying new equipment. There have also been instances of items being damaged through mis-use. It was agreed that ALL children and staff are responsible for collection and safe storage of play items.

Responsibilities of Yr6 children were also discussed. Adult are sympathetic to children who prefer to play but it is vital that staff k 
now who is in duty and can be relied upon. If children are unhappy/unwilling to continue with their duty they must discuss this with their class teacher.
Final discussion was on the sandpit. Will a clean and covered one be available. Could this be used for longjump as well as at playtimes?
