	Item 1 – Holiday Prices
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	Thank you for your cooperation and patience before the Easter holidays, when we had to make a decision about either closing the club during the holiday period or raising the prices. Just to remind members the new price for a whole day in Starlings is now £25 for one child, and half a day is £14 for one child. 	Item 6 – Self-Evaluation
	

	Starlings Care Club has recently undergone a rigorous self evaluation exercise. The club was judged at the very top end of “satisfactory.” There are a number of minor details that can be corrected immediately to push us straight through to good with outstanding features. For example, all parents need to sign their child out when they collect them from the care club unless they have signed a permission form for the care club staff to take them to after school clubs such as gymnastics. We are currently working on a number of projects within the care club that will enable us to continue to improve.
