What has gone well over this half term?
- our teachers are remembering to send us for HT awards when we have done well.
- teachers are noticing when we behave well as a class and we are earning more marbles.

- there is less disruptive behaviour in class

- the Residential trip to Telford was Brilliant!

- finding out that we can do things if we persevere

- we can see the progress being made on our new school building

- the design technology projects have been fun (the Bee- Bots are especially good!).
- more parents are coming to our Friday Assemblies
(it was decided that Caitlin and Sasha will keep a record of numbers each week in the categories of:- “Mums”, “Dads” and “Grandparents”).

What has not gone so well over this half term?
- family playtimes are not working because it is difficult to play a game that involves everyone. We want to have times when we all go out to play together, though – perhaps just to choose some younger children to play with and have Y6 monitors on duty to keep a special eye open and look after the them.
- there are still some children who are disrupting our learning (teachers need to send them out of class earlier)

- there is still some shoving and pushing in the playground – we need to have reminders about telling a grown-up.

(there was some discussion about being called a “tell-tale”, so it was suggested that a direct report be made quietly to Mrs Downes, who would deal with the situation without using names.)

- some people are spoiling the school grounds at the end of the school day when their parents are chatting

- “inside play” and “monitor duties” are not the same in all classes and we think it should be fair, with the same rules for everyone

How are we going to make improvements for next term?
- KS2 would like an afternoon playtime (it was explained that KS2 have to work a longer day in school and there is not enough time to stop).
- we would like to see less bad behaviour
- more bike-riding and pet days – and some more ducks to hatch
- for discos to be held more often
- for Y6 to have extra rewards – like football match tickets!

- to have “Houses” to feed our rewards into, perhaps with a prize pulled out in a weekly draw.

Response of teachers to the suggested improvements:-

- anyone disrupting the class would be sent out if they failed to respond after their name had been put on the board

- duck-eggs will be put into the incubator in the week beginning 25th February (Mrs Downes will seek some out over half term)

- a bike-riding day is already planned for May 16th.

- Discos are “on hold” until Mr Sebbage is well again.

- Y6 will be asked about the rewards they would like to be offered as extra incentives.

- we will set up four Eyries (houses), to be named after birds of prey; Falcons, Merlins, Harriers and Goshawks.
A special award – a “Birdie” will be awarded for every filled page of the star chart, which will be credited to the Eyrie. A name will be selected  from this list each week for a book prize.
