Ofsted came and went like one of our brief spells of English summer – unexpected and over very quickly!  Mrs Downes and her team had exactly two days’ notice of their arrival, which coincided with the first May Bank holiday, and they were gone again within two days of their arrival.  

The good news is the very encouraging report which they have given.  This recognises and applauds all the excellent work which has been going on, and raises their assessment of the school (based on 2007 SATs test results, when the new school was only four months old) by two leaps – from ‘Special Measures’ to ‘Satisfactory’.
