Use of mobile phones in school policy

Aims: 
To communicate expectations for the use and management of personal mobile phones in the school.


To establish guidelines for responsible and considerate use of mobile phones by members of staff.

To establish principles of the use of mobile phones by pupils.
It is fully recognised that adults in the school, including members of staff, will carry a mobile phone and expect to use it whilst at the school. In recognition of this fact, the following policy seeks to establish expectations for the individual to use it responsibly and with due consideration for colleagues and others within the environment of the school building and grounds.  

Parental use of mobile phones whilst they are in the school environment is difficult to regulate. However, inappropriate or intrusive use of any mobile phone should be reported to the Headteacher immediately. All parents attending school Assemblies or performances are expected to switch their mobile phones off for the duration and reminders will normally be given. Similarly, Parents accompanying school trips are asked to use their phones sparingly and discreetly.
Children are not permitted to use mobile phones in the school at any time. If older pupils need to carry mobile phones to ensure their safety and/or wellbeing during travel to and from school, the phone must be lodged with a teacher for safe keeping during school hours. 

The following guidelines apply to staff and helping Parents:-

· mobile phones should be switched off during all teaching periods

· any call made or taken during a breaktime, or out of normal school hours, should be with due regard and consideration for others – i.e. in a private space, well out of the hearing range of any other person.

· calls of an emergency or urgent nature should be routed through the school office number 0118 981 4498, where a message will be taken or arrangements made for the individual to leave the teaching space and take the call.

All staff employed at the school need to be aware of, and adhere to, these guidelines.
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
