To provide a structure of support and encouragement within which students feel secure.

We are committed to establishing and maintaining good working relationships with training establishments, providing a broad opportunity base for students who wish to work with children. In line with the school ethos of full inclusion and equal opportunities, placements are offered according to the school capacity to provide for the student’s learning needs. Full induction is given and individual needs catered for.

We are happy to provide placements throughout the year for student Teachers, Nursery Nurses and general Child Care students. Such placements are negotiated and agreed according to the capacity in school and are dependent on the goodwill of the Classteachers.

The school is a happy, caring environment where all are committed to the welfare and education of the children. The Staff operate to the highest standards of teamwork and all students are welcomed into the team whilst they are placed in the school.

Students in school are expected to operate within the same parameters as the rest of the team, displaying commitment to the children, discretion in regard to individuals within the school and dress and act in an appropriate manner.

Students in school are expected to make themselves familiar with all policies relating to the care and teaching of the children and act within the limits of those policies at all times, seeking clarification as and when pertinent to the situation.

All Staff welcome the help that students give in classrooms and have high expectations in terms of students using their initiative in helping the children and completing routine tasks within the teaching space. In return, teachers will give as much help and support as they can to each individual student, allowing space for experimentation within certain limits, finding their own style and approach to the children and the taught curriculum. 

Within this secure framework, we allow for failure and the resultant learning experiences. All students will be expected to make evaluations of their performance, identifying good points and areas for improvement. Teachers will give praise where it is due in addition to positive and/or  constructive criticism.

Every person in the school is an individual with positive qualities to share. We seek to give every opportunity for Students to develop and share their own strengths.
