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Travel Plan
Travel Plan Aims:

To assist in and support the targets identified in the HCC Local transport plan:

· to reduce the proportion of  journeys made by car for school-aged children aged 5-11 years

· to maintain a school travel plan

· to contribute to the HCC Road Safety programme

To encourage children attending the school to walk or cycle to and from the site.

· certificates are given out to children on completion of twenty walks (or cycles) to school, with the addition award of a book of the child’s choice on award of the certificate

· annual cycle safety training (Cycling Proficiency) is offered to all children from the age of 9.

· storage is provided for bicycles and scooters

· to set up a walking bus to and from school.

· to reward those who have walked or cycled on weekly “hands-up” surveys

To set up systems and procedures to ensure safe parking and the safety of children in and around parking zones

· to establish a safe “drop-off” zone for parents of older children who do not wish to escort their children into the building

· to establish safe parking areas, with clearly established and monitored protocol

To encourage the use of safety gear

· to distribute reflectors to children as available

· to reward the wearing of high-visibility jackets and/or reflector strips

· to monitor and reward the wearing of safety helmets

· to establish a school culture of “it’s cool to keep safe”

Wider Objectives for the future 

(to be discussed and agreed in consultation with the local Highways agencies)

-To establish an area outside the main school entrance where traffic is forced to stay within the set speed limit.

-To set up safer crossing points on various roads which are used as walking and/or cycling routes to school.

-To appraise and evaluate local footpaths to ensure safety features are maximised.

-The establishment of safe cycling routes in the area.
